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My Philosophy:  I will run my classroom in an orderly and disciplined fashion. This is not something that I will hope for; this is the way it will be. 
Rules and Regulations

· Dress code will be strictly enforced AT ALL TIMES. THIS MEANS THAT EVEN WHEN YOU ARE NOT IN MY ROOM, I WILL ENFORCE THE DRESS CODE WHICH IS A SCHOOL-WIDE POLICY**(since I have now reviewed the policy with you, there is no excuse if you violate the rules). 
· No musical devices are to be listened to on campus during school hours nor are headphones or any tor any type of listening devices to be visible in any way (see handbook). 
· You will not put on or check your make-up once class begins. 
· You will be in your seat before the bell rings or you will be considered tardy.

· There will be no talking, nonverbal communication, texting, or passing of notes once class has begun unless given permission by the teacher. In other words, display good manners. If you text during class time, I will take away your phone and give it to the office.
· Show courtesy when another student or guest speaker is speaking—this means if someone else is talking you are not. 
· NO gum, food, or drinks (EXCEPT WATER) will be consumed inside the classroom. I DO NOT CARE ABOUT THE POLICY OF OTHER TEACHERS IN THEIR CLASSROOM.  If this is your first period of the day, then make sure that you eat a good, healthy breakfast before you come to school. If that means you need to wake up earlier than usual, then do it. Bottom line: I will not allow you to consume food or drinks in my room. 
· Respect school property—this means you will not write on the desks, touch the bulletin boards, or leave trash on the floor. 
· Respect the teacher, substitutes, and guest speakers.  This means you will be attentive* and you will leave your “attitude” outside the door.

· The bell does not dismiss you—I do. So, do not pack up until given the word to do so and do not get up until given the word to do so. 
This discipline plan that you have read and gone over with me IS your warning.  If you are out of dress code, chew gum, text in class, or violate my food/drink rules, the consequence will be to write the disciplinary sentence below (by hand) 50X’s which will be due the very next day (not the next class you have with me, but the next calendar day by the end of the day) 

*If you do not do them or if you forget to do them, the penalty will be doubled—that means 100 X’s.  If you don’t do them again, you will receive a referral and you will still have to write the 100 sentences! 

Disciplinary Sentence:

Due to the fact that I have the school handbook, which clearly explains all school rules, and due to the fact that the teacher has clearly reviewed the school handbook and has also clearly reviewed his own policies and has given me the chance to ask for clarification, I am writing this sentence to help me remember to follow school and classroom policies. 

*Note: gum and dress code are not just MY policies; they are school rules. So, if you violate these outside of my classroom, it is as if you are in my classroom. 

BOTTOM LINE: YOU ARE SENIORS AND YOU KNOW THE RULES AND DRESS CODE AT THIS PRIVATE, CHRISTIAN SCHOOL WHICH YOU HAVE VOLUNTARILY CHOSEN TO ATTEND. DO NOT DISRESPECT THE ADMINISTRATION, OTHER TEACHERS, OR ME BY ACTING AS IF YOU DO NOT KNOW THE RULES OR BY DEFIANTLY BREAKING THE RULES. 
I TRUST THAT YOU WILL BE RESPONSIBLE, MATURE YOUNG ADULTS AND YOU WILL VOLUNTARILY AND WILLINGLY BE GOOD EXAMPLES TO OTHER STUDENTS AT THIS SCHOOL. I THANK YOU IN ADVANCE FOR YOUR COURTESY AND COOPERATION.
